Known as the "Land of the Sun,” Rio Grande do Norte basks in up to 15
hours a day of sunshine and summer lasts year-round. Along the 410 ki-
lometers of beach, the heat is softened by a constant breeze.

This combination has made it one
of the most popular destinations in Brazil among foreigners.
Whereas divers—even Brazilian divers—are still discovering the
region. But those who have been there know: the Rio Grande do Norte
coastline is one of the best places in the country for diving and has the
potential of rapidly becoming one of the most popular destinations in
Brazil. And deservedly so.

The reefs have exotic formations and the shipwrecks
are covered in sponges and multicolored corals. This northeastern state
is not among the most popular underwater tourism destinations on the
planet for one reason: a combination of wind and open sea. Since the
northeastern seaboard has no islands, there is Just the open sea, con-
stantly swept by the trade winds.
